1) to St. George Street past all of the shops to the Public Plaza in front of the Cathe-
dral. There they gathered at the pavilion where May Oliver, the lady who started this march about six or seven years
ago, introduced Scott Klusendorf, the keynote speaker and one of the best apologists for pro-life principles in the coun-
try. Scott told all why all of us should be pro-life. After his talk and a prayer from a local minister the group headed to
the local school where the Knights from the Cathedral had prepared a spaghetti dinner for all who wished to attend.

Ever-increasing numbers of adults attend this pro-life march each year but what is most impressive is how each year
the number of students has increased. They have increased exponentially. In my estimation there were double the
amount of students and young people there this year than last year. People come from throughout Florida and some
come from as far away as Savannah, Georgia. Many come by car but many also come by bus. In fact the Diocese of
Orlando provided several buses that departed from various churches, one from St Mary Magdalen.
